You are scheduled for an EUS. EUS is short for endoscopic ultrasound. An EUS is a procedure that utilizes ultrasound and endoscopy to create images of the internal organs within the abdomen, chest, and colon.

Day of Your Test

· Take your regular medicines with a small sip of water at least 2 hours before arrival (unless told otherwise).
· 🚫 No food after midnight.
·   You may drink clear liquids until 2 hours before arrival. 
· 🚫 No gum or candy after midnight.


Allowed Clear Liquids
✔ Clear soups: broth (chicken, beef, vegetable), consommé 
✔ Drinks: tea, coffee (no milk), soda, Crystal Light, Gatorade
 ✔ Juices: apple, white grape, white cranberry (NO orange or grapefruit juice)
 ✔ Treats: Jell-O, popsicles (no milk), Italian ice
